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In June 2012, the Rhode Island Department of Revenue began issuing a report on the allocation of
the state 5.0 percent hotel tax as required by Rhode Island General Laws 88 42-63.1-3 and 42-
63.1-12. The report is meant to be descriptive and does not purport to project or assess the
collection of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax. The report provides information on the year-over-year
and fiscal year-to-date allocation of the revenues collected for the state 5.0 percent hotel tax.

The November 2015 state 5.0 percent hotel tax collections report may include tax receipts
generated from the expansion of the state hotel tax base. Effective July 1, 2015, the reselling of
lodging by online travel companies and the unlicensed rental of accommodations via internet
platforms and other media became subject to the state 5.0 percent hotel tax. It should be noted
that state hotel tax receipts received from the unlicensed rental of accommodations via internet
platforms and other media are divided between the municipality where the rental occurred (25
percent) and the Rhode Island Commerce Corporation (75 percent) only. At this time, the Office
of Revenue Analysis is unable to identify the amount collected from each of these state hotel tax
base expansion components. Thus, an unknown amount of state 5.0 percent hotel tax receipts may
be captured in this report. Also effective July 1, 2015 the General Assembly accepted the
Governor’s proposal to transfer the state’s share and the statewide tourism district’s share of the
state 5.0 percent hotel tax from general revenues to the Rhode Island Commerce Corporation
(RICC) for a state level tourism promotion and business attraction campaign.

The total revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax in November 2015 were $1.3
million, an increase of $159,938 or 13.8 percent over the $1.2 million received in November 2014.
The largest share of these revenues is distributed to the State’s eight regional tourism districts. In
November 2015, the regional tourism districts received $534,660 of the total revenues generated
from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax, an increase of $72,737 or 15.7 percent over the $461,923
received in November 2014,

Twenty-five percent of the revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax are distributed
to the municipalities where the individual hotels are located. The City of Providence receives the
same allocation from all of the hotels located in the city, except from the Omni Providence Hotel.
In November 2015, the State’s cities and towns received $307,926, an increase of $42,816 or 16.2
percent over the $265,111 received in November 2014.

The Rhode Island Convention Center Authority (RICCA) receives 30.0 percent of the revenues
generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax at the Omni Providence Hotel. In November 2015,
the RICCA received $25,317, a decrease of $3,398 or -11.8 percent over the $28,715 received in
November 2014,

Effective July 1, 2015 the Rhode Island Commerce Corporation’s (RICC) share of the revenues
generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax is 21.0 percent, except from the Omni Providence
Hotel where it is 27.0 percent. Before these enacted changes, RICC’s share of the state hotel tax
was deposited as general revenues. For comparison purposes, in November 2015, RICC received
$281,443 from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax, an increase of $32,907 or 13.2 percent over the
$248,536 received in November 2014 that was deposited as general revenues.

The Providence Warwick Convention & Visitors Bureau (PWCVB) receives 23.0 percent of the
revenues generated from the assessment of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax at hotels located in
Providence and Warwick, 12.0 percent of the revenues generated from the assessment of the state
5.0 percent hotel tax at the Omni Providence Hotel, and 7.0 percent of the revenues generated from
the assessment of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax at all other hotels located in the State. In November
2015, the PWCVB received $166,749, an increase of $14,875 or 9.8 percent over the $151,874
received in November 2014,

The total revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax in FY 2016 through November
were $11.01 million, an increase of $1.3 million or 12.9 percent over the $9.76 million received in
FY 2015 through November. The largest share of these revenues is distributed to the State’s eight
regional tourism districts. In FY 2016 through November, the regional tourism districts received
$4.60 million of the total revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax, an increase of
$522,339 or 12.8 percent over the $4.08 million received in the same period last fiscal year.

Twenty-five percent of the revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax are distributed
to the municipalities where the individual hotels are located. The City of Providence receives the
same allocation from all of the hotels located in the city, except from the Omni Providence Hotel.
In FY 2016 through November, the State’s cities and towns received $2.61 million, an increase of
$296,189 or 12.8 percent over the $2.32 million received in FY 2015 year-to-date.

The Rhode Island Convention Center Authority (RICCA) receives 30.0 percent of the revenues
generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax at the Omni Providence Hotel. In FY 2016 through
November, the RICCA received $165,897, an increase of $21,776 or 15.1 percent over the
$144,122 received in FY 2015 year-to-date.

Effective July 1, 2015 the Rhode Island Commerce Corporation’s (RICC) share of the revenues
generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax is 21.0 percent, except from the Omni Providence
Hotel where it is 27.0 percent. Before these enacted changes, RICC’s share of the state hotel tax
was deposited as general revenues. For comparison purposes, in FY 2016 through November,
RICC received $2.35 million from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax, an increase of $268,397 or 12.9
percent over the $2.08 million received in FY 2015 through November that was deposited as
general revenues.

The Providence Warwick Convention & Visitors Bureau (PWCVB) receives 23.0 percent of the
revenues generated from the assessment of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax at hotels located in
Providence and Warwick, 12.0 percent of the revenues generated from the assessment of the state
5.0 percent hotel tax at the Omni Providence Hotel, and 7.0 percent of the revenues generated from
the assessment of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax at all other hotels located in the State. In FY 2016
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through November, the PWCVB received $1.28 million, an increase of $148,640 or 13.1 percent
over the $1.13 million received in FY 2015 year-to-date.

DETAIL OF THE STATE 5.0 PERCENT HOTEL TAX ALLOCATION

Analysis of Year-over-Year Allocation for November:

The table Detail of Rhode Island State 5.0% Hotel Tax Allocation: Year-over-Year Collections
provides a breakdown of the distribution of the revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel
tax on a year-over-year basis. The State’s eight regional tourism districts include: (1) Aquidneck
Island Tourism District!; (2) Block Island; (3) the Convention Authority of the City of Providence;
(4) East Providence?; (5) Northern Rhode Island Tourism District®; (6) South County Tourism
District*; (7) the Statewide Tourism District®; and (8) the Warwick Department of Economic
Development. The regional tourism districts are administered by either a regional council, a
municipal government entity, or, as in the case of the Statewide Tourism District, the Rhode Island
Commerce Corporation.

In general, the regional tourism districts receive 47.0 percent of the revenues generated from the
application of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax at hotels located in the district. The exceptions to this
allocation are the Convention Authority of the City of Providence, which receives 31.0 percent of
the state 5.0 percent hotel tax revenues generated from all of the hotels situated in Providence
including the Omni Providence Hotel, and the Warwick Department of Economic Development,
which receives 31.0 percent of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax revenues generated from all of the
hotels located in Warwick.

In November 2015, the Aquidneck Island Tourism District was the largest recipient of the tourism
districts’ share of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax at $265,085, an increase of $37,856 or 16.7 percent
over the $227,229 received in November 2014. The Convention Authority of the City of
Providence was the second largest recipient of the tourism districts’ share of the state 5.0 percent
hotel tax in November 2015 at $107,071, a decrease of $3,634 or -3.3 percent over the $110,705
received in November 2014. The South County Tourism District received the third largest portion
of the tourism districts’ share of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax at $61,353, an increase of $22,807
or 59.2 percent over the $38,546 received in November 2014.

The three regional tourism districts with the largest percentage increase in revenues generated from
the state 5.0 percent hotel tax between November 2015 and November 2014 were: South County,
59.2 percent; Northern RI, 24.2 percent; and Warwick Department of Economic Development,
17.7 percent. There were three regional tourism districts with a percentage decrease in revenues

The three regional tourism districts with the largest nominal increase in revenues generated from
the state 5.0 percent hotel tax between November 2015 and November 2014 were: Adquidneck
Island, $37,856; South County, $22,807; and Warwick Department of Economic Development,
$8,349. There were three regional tourism district with a nominal decrease in revenues generated
from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax between November 2015 and November 2014: The Convention
Authority of the City of Providence, $(3,634); East Providence, $(368); Block Island, $(253).

The table Rhode Island State 5.0% Hotel Tax Allocation to Municipalities: Year-over-Year
Collections shows the portion of revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax distributed
to the cities and towns in Rhode Island. In November 2015, Newport received the largest portion
of the municipalities’ share of the revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax at
$123,532, an increase of $17,386 or 16.4 percent over the $106,146 received in November 2014.
Providence received the second largest portion of the municipalities’ share of the state 5.0 percent
hotel tax in November 2015 at $65,250, a decrease of $100 or -0.2 percent over the $65,350
received in November 2014. Warwick received the third largest portion of the municipalities’
share of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax in November 2015 at $44,754, an increase of $6,733 or 17.7
percent over the $38,021 received in November 2014.

The five municipalities with the largest percentage increase in revenues generated from the state
5.0 percent hotel tax between November 2015 and November 2014 were: West Greenwich, 188.2
percent; Bristol, 150.8 percent; Westerly, 98.9 percent; Glocester, 93.9 percent; and Cranston, 74.5
percent. The five municipalities with the largest percentage decrease in revenues generated from
the state 5.0 percent hotel tax between November 2015 and November 2014 were: Scituate, -100.0
percent; Little Compton, -41.7 percent; New Shoreham, -16.6 percent; Charlestown, -15.6 percent;
and East Providence, -9.9 percent.

The five municipalities with the largest nominal increase in revenues generated from the state 5.0
percent hotel tax between November 2015 and November 2014 were: Newport, $17,386;
Westerly, $7,841; Warwick, $6,733; West Greenwich, $2,579; and Middletown, $2,030. The five
municipalities with the largest nominal decrease in revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent
hotel tax between November 2015 and November 2014 were: Scituate, $(198); East Providence,
$(195); New Shoreham, $(135); Providence, $(100); and Charlestown, $(26).

Analysis of Fiscal Year-to-Date through November:

The table Detail of Rhode Island State 5.0% Hotel Tax Allocation: Fiscal Year-to-Date
Collections provides a breakdown of the distribution of the revenues generated from the state 5.0
percent hotel tax on a fiscal year-to-date basis. In FY 2016 through November, the Aquidneck
Island Tourism District received the largest portion of the tourism districts’ share of the state 5.0
percent hotel tax at $2.16 million, an increase of $197,775 or 10.1 percent over the $1.97 million
received in FY 2015 through November. The South County Tourism District was the second
largest recipient of the tourism districts’ share of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax in FY 2016 year-
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to-date at $771,758, an increase of $113,951 or 17.3 percent over the $657,807 received in FY
2015 year-to-date. The Convention Authority of the City of Providence was the third largest
recipient of the tourism districts’ share of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax in FY 2016 year-to-date
at $712,511, an increase of $79,883 or 12.6 percent over the $632,628 received in FY 2015 year-
to-date.

The three regional tourism districts with the largest percentage increase in revenues generated from
the state 5.0 percent hotel tax between FY 2016 through November and FY 2015 through
November were: the Statewide District, 26.4 percent; South County, 17.3 percent; and Northern
Rhode Island, 16.9 percent. There were no regional tourism districts with a percentage decrease
in revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax between FY 2016 through November
and FY 2015 through November.

The three regional tourism districts with the largest nominal increase in revenues generated from
the state 5.0 percent hotel tax between FY 2016 through November and FY 2015 through
November were: Aquidneck Island, $197,755; South County, $113,951; and the Convention
Authority of the City of Providence, $79,883. There were no regional tourism districts with a
nominal decrease in revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax between FY 2016
through November and FY 2015 through November.

The table Rhode Island State 5.0% Hotel Tax Allocation to Municipalities: Fiscal Year-to-Date
Collections shows the portion of revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent hotel tax distributed
to the cities and towns in Rhode Island. In FY 2016 through November, Newport received the
largest portion of the municipalities’ share of the revenues generated from the state 5.0 percent
hotel tax at $851,641, an increase of $81,149 or 10.5 percent over the $770,492 received in FY
2015 through November. Providence received the second largest portion of the municipalities’
share of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax in FY 2016 year-to-date at $436,358, with an increase of
$46,275 or 11.9 percent over the $390,083 received in FY 2015 year-to-date. Warwick received
the third largest portion of the municipalities’ share of the state 5.0 percent hotel tax in FY 2016
year-to-date at $319,332, an increase of $42,783 or 15.5 percent over the $276,550 received in FY
2015 year-to-date.
